The purpose of this report is to inform Council of grant activity for the period the period 1 January 
2021 to 30 June 2021.  

During the 1 January 2021 to 30 June 2021 period Council has taken the opportunity to apply for 23 
grants, bringing the total grant applications to 47 for the 2020/2021 financial year. The majority of 
applications lodged relate to roads, sporting and tourism infrastructure.  

Council employs a dedicated Grants Officer whose primary role is to source new funding for Council 
projects, to administer existing funded projects and to acquit completed funded projects.
